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SCORE SHEET INSTRUCTIONS
Kim Edwardes of The Five Bells “Ringers” team is the Fixtures Secretary and manages the computer database of results with software that will produce tables and player stats. All this is uploaded to our own web-site. You can view all the results, tables, stats, etc by logging onto:

(This site is best viewed on full screen - that is, without the Favourites Bar visible on the left hand side)
A Microsoft Word document score sheet template for the nominated contact to use each week when submitting their team’s results by email is supplied. You should print out copies and each can then be cut into three score sheets. One copy should be available before each match and completed in the normal way. 

Alternatively, the scores may be recorded in the team’s Fixtures Booklet, a copy of which will be supplied to each captain, and this may be used to pass on the results as indicated below. It is suggested that each captain complete the score sheet in their respective booklet (or they may swop them over at the start of the match and then pass them back) then check and sign them at the end of the match.

In order for the results to be viewable as soon as possible after matches, Team Captains or a nominated team contact (or at the very least a contact at each venue), must email the results by the end of Wednesday following each match to kimedwardes@eggconnect.net  If the internet connection is down, the result should be phoned through to Kim on: 01297 443276 in the same timescale. There is a penalty of one point for failure to send the results through on time (Local Rule 5). Please note that at the AGM on 22nd May 2011, it was voted for this penalty to be strictly implemented to avoid delays in the full results and tables being uploaded onto the web-site for everyone to view.

Please use the original score sheet to copy the details into the score sheet template on a computer, with all blanks completed – team names, players names, scores, date and Captains’ names (who signed the original) and email it to Kim. Alternatively, for those with the right equipment, the original score sheet or the relevant page of the Fixtures Booklet may be scanned onto your computer and this copy used as the email attachment.
The web-site will be updated by the Thursday following each match at the latest, regardless as to whether all results have been received or not. The home team captain should retain the score sheet which must be produced if there are any subsequent queries. The away team captain can take a copy but, in any case, both captains should check the result loaded on the web-site and should report any perceived discrepancies to the Fixtures Secretary.
There are also web-sites run by Cup Secretary, Kevin Wheeler, to compliment our own site.
